


Olympic West / Pico East Proposal

T raffic in and around Beverly 
Hills has always been an is-
sue, and the City remains 

focused on keeping it out of our 
residential neighborhoods. Now, 
with Los Angeles Mayor Antonio 
Villaraigosa and Councilmember 
Jack Weiss’ drive to implement 
the Olympic West/Pico East Ini-
tiative, the City is responding 
with caution. Beverly Hills offi-
cials have taken no formal or in-
formal action on the initiative. 
	 The City’s Traffic & Parking 
Commission began reviewing the 
Olympic West/Pico East initiative 
at its March 6 meeting and invit-
ed staff from the City of Los An-
geles to provide an overview and 
update on the proposal. Los An-
geles plans to proceed with Phase 
1 of the initiative to establish uni-
form parking regulations within 

its jurisdiction, but the March 8 
implementation date is delayed 
approximately three weeks. Phase 
2’s signal synchronization, origi-
nally scheduled to take effect on 
April 28, is also delayed; Phase 3, 
which involves re-striping lanes, 
is on hold.  
	 The Traffic & Parking Com-
mission requested additional in-
formation, including traffic stud-

ies and signal synchronization 
plans, in order to evaluate phases 
2 and 3 of the proposal. The City 
of Los Angeles cannot make any 
changes to roadways within the 

boundaries of Beverly 
Hills without the City 
of Beverly Hills’ sup-
port.  
	 In summary, 
Mayor Villaraigosa’s 
initiative involves a 
three-phase plan to 
relieve gridlock on 
the Westside:

Phase I: Prohibit parking with-
in Los Angeles during peak-hour 
traffic on Pico and Olympic Bou-
levards. (Status: The City of Bev-
erly Hills already has peak-hour 
parking restrictions within the 
city limits between 7-10 a.m. and 
3-7 p.m.) 

Phase II: Provide preferential 
traffic signal treatment to cars 

heading west on Olympic and 
east on Pico by re-timing traf-
fic lights for longer green lights. 
(Status: Delayed) 

Phase III: Re-stripe both 
streets so that Olympic would 
have four westbound lanes and 
two eastbound; Pico would have 
four eastbound lanes and two 
westbound. (Status: On Hold)

	 The City of Beverly Hills will 
carefully evaluate all aspects of 
the proposal and urges citizens 
to participate by attending public 
forums sponsored by the Traf-
fic & Parking Commission. For 
more information, call the Public 
Works & Transportation Depart-
ment at 310-285-2467 or visit 
www.beverlyhills.org.

W ith its ornate, Italian 
marbled lobby and orig-
inal fresco murals, the 

historic Beverly Hills Post Office 
left a lasting imprint on the com-
munity. Now the old post office 
building may be moving closer to 
new life as a world-class cultural 
center – to be officially known as 
the Wallis Annenberg Center for 
the Performing Arts. 
	 The Center board has raised 
more than $40 million to bring 
this new cultural resource to fru-
ition, and if approved the project 
would bring increased vitality to 
Beverly Hills. The entire com-
munity – from tots to seniors 
– would be able to enjoy an on-
going, enriching program of cul-
tural events and performing arts, 

in a beautiful setting that has 
been meticulously preserved and 
enhanced.  
	 In late March, the Environ-
mental Impact Report (EIR) for 
the cultural center project will 
be released for public review. 
Soon after that, the City’s Plan-

ning Commission 
will begin scheduling 
public hearings. Dur-
ing each stage of the 
development process, 
the public will be in-
vited to provide input 
and share any con-
cerns. Among discus-
sion items will be the 
issue of parking – a 
topic that is presently 
being analyzed by the 
City and the Wallis Annenberg 
Center board. The City will make 
several opportunities available 
and urge community comments 
on the project and on any op-
tions that are proposed.
	 The current proposal in-
cludes the careful restoration 

of the building’s Italian Renais-
sance exterior and its interior 
public spaces. The more utili-
tarian spaces – some of which 
have been altered throughout 
the years – will be remodeled for 
such uses as classrooms, offices 
and ticket sales. Because of the 

building’s histori-
cal significance, 
any changes to it 
must comply with 
federal Standards 
for Treatment of 
Historic Proper-
ties. 
	 Serving as a 
centerpiece of the 
project will be a 
500-seat jewel box 
theater, in a new 
building centrally 

located adjacent to the existing 
building. Those attending the 
theater would be able walk to 
nearby restaurants for before- 
and after-show dining, or visit 
neighboring stores. 
	 Other amenities of the Cen-
ter include:

A studio/rehearsal hall 
Three classrooms
A 3,400-square foot lobby area
Catering kitchen
Sculpture gardens with land-
scaped walkways and open 
space

When the project comes before 
Council, all aspects will be con-
sidered, including the Board’s vi-
sion of melding two community 
treasures – one old and one new.

A General 
Plan review – which is what the City 
is now undergoing – may not be an 
opportunity to change the world, but 
it’s your chance to make a difference 
close to home, influencing decisions 
that directly affect your life and your 
community.
	 General Plans for cities are 
mandated by state law and serve 
as strategic documents that guide 
growth and development in a 
community. Maps, goals, objectives 
and policies determine how land is 
used, which in turn impacts such 
things as infrastructure, traffic, 
parks and recreation, city services, 
housing and historical preservation, 
as well as public resources.	

	 Since the start of the General 
Plan review, Beverly Hills officials 
have been soliciting residents’ 
opinions about the City’s future. 
Why? Because the General Plan 
is community-based, and a broad 
spectrum of public participation 
is critical to its viability. The City 
would like to see all stakeholders 
– residents businesses, property 
owners, service and ethnic groups, 
teens, seniors and more – involved 
in updating the General Plan.
	 At this stage in the process, the 
City is compiling information from 
the staff and public committees 
and developing a set of preliminary 
objectives, which will be presented 
to everyone for discussion.
	 So, there’s a lot at stake, namely 
the future of the City. You can help 
Beverly Hills achieve a common 
community vision that will shape 
the City for the next 20 years.

CERT Training Can Be A Lifesaver

You’re late, and the light at the intersection just turned yellow. 
Think you can make it? Think again, because in addition 
to endangering other lives, you could wind up watching a 

video of your misguided maneuver and paying out a hefty fine.
	 Last month, the Beverly Hills Police Department concluded 
a 30-day warning period for its new photo red light enforcement 
system, and is now mailing out violation notices to drivers who 
run red lights in two of the City’s busiest intersections – Olym-
pic Boulevard/Doheny Drive and Wilshire Boulevard/Whittier 
Drive. Those caught on camera may view their video clip on a 
secure website or at the Police Department.

Lessons Learned

Last fall, when seven Beverly 
Hills High School graduates 
marched off to colleges around 

the country, they took with them 
much more than what they could 
stuff into their tiny dorm rooms. 
In addition to laptops, laundry 
bags and new-freshman jitters, the 
students arrived at college armed 
with the skills, confidence and 
academic training needed to see 
them successfully through their 
first year of university life.
	 That’s what the Beverly Hills 
High alumni discussed with their 
friends and BHUSD classmates 
recently when they were invited to 
share their freshman experiences. 

The students, enrolled in colleges 
from California to Connecticut, 
said high school taught them to 
persevere, to manage time and to 
understand that independence 
comes with personal responsibil-
ity.
	 The high standards at Beverly 
Hills prepared them for their col-
lege courses, they explained, and 
their adjustments have been fairly 
easy. They even offered some ad-
vice for incoming college students: 
“Step out of your comfort zone; 
keep trying; get involved in extra-
curricular activities and intern-
ships; and have face-to-face meet-
ings with your professors.”
